Marinoff collaborates with numerous global organizations that contribute 
to building cultures of peace, prosperity and harmony including Billion 
Minds Foundation (New York), Horasis (Geneva), Mentor Foundation 
(London), Soka Gakkai (Tokyo), Strategic Foresight Group (Mumbai)

Marinoff is author of Plato Not Prozac, translated into 25 languages and 
Therapy for the Sane, translated into 12 languages. Marinoff’s latest book, 
The Middle Way, applies virtue ethics of Aristotle, Buddha and Confucius to 
moderating forms of extremism that polarize humanity, engendering 
wasteful conflicts and needless suffering.

Marinoff is currently engaged in a dailogue with SGI President Ikeda on the 
philosophy for humanity in the 21st century.
